But not all TDFs offer the same level of flexibility and portfolio management oversight to ensure
individual member preferences and desired savings outcomes are adequately met, nor do they
deliver the open-architecture approach that provides access to a diverse opportunity set and
enables best-in-class delivery.

Explained

The asset allocation of a TDF is constructed with a target or anticipated retirement window in mind.
The fund is managed to ensure that as that window approaches, the asset allocation is adjusted—or
‘de-risked’—from predominantly growth assets deployed during the accumulation phase, to more
stable assets in the run up to retirement. Each member’s pension savings are invested into one age-
based fund, which is designed to meet their needs throughout their working life and potentially into
retirement, should they wish to take an income.

This simple, single-fund approach is easy for savers to understand and helps to improve engagement,
moving their focus from the idea of investment choices to savings rates and potential outcomes.

Our TDFs are available in three-year bands (vintages) and are named accordingly e.g. TDF 2030 to
2032 (as seen in the example below).

The saver is automatically invested in the vintage that contains their expected retirement year (i.e. the
savers retirement age).

The Benefits of the
AB Target Date Funds

Flexible, age-appropriate investment design

Research tells us that most people don’t know when they will retire. AB’s TDFs are organised in
three-year age bands (vintages) giving members the flexibility of a prudent retirement window,
rather than asking them to commit to a specific retirement date.

A portfolio managed solution - not an administrative
mechanism

With our TDFs there is daily portfolio management oversight and accountability of the asset
class components across an entire fund range. Rather than automatic fund switching reducing
investment risk at pre-set points in time, the portfolio manager will evolve the risk of each TDF
gradually and at times when its prudent and cost-effective to do so. Decisions are based on
quantitative and qualitative research along with daily oversight of investment markets.

Investment sophistication

Our prudent approach ensures AB TDFs do not comprise of investments that are not proven or backed
by significant research. Investment updates are made to incorporate changes that are required
following UK regulatory updates, in response to market events, and that reflect AB'’s best investment
ideas, all underpinned by our industry leading research. ESG considerations, including those on
climate change risk, are built in and will continue to be updated over time. To Trustees and to members’
these feel seamless. Transaction costs are minimised, transparent, and reported to Trustees.

Aligned to scheme and member needs; using our proprietary tool that analyses scheme-specific
characteristics, AB CyRIL, our TDFs can be aligned with member needs to optimise outcomes.
Along with our commitment to being fully open architecture, AB CyRIL allows for customised
strategies in an effective, scalable manner, providing scope for segmentation and individualisation.

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Volatility management to “smooth the ride” for members

The risk of the portfolio is monitored and can be adjusted on a daily basis to reduce the sudden
shocks of short-term market movements.

Member statements show
the value of one fund, the member’s own TDF, at the start and end of the period. Rather than having
to write complex communications about the investment strategy, Trustees can focus engagement
on tangible items like member education around contribution levels.

AB offers a hands-on approach to the management and oversight of the funds, as described
above, at low cost. As well as regular and transparent reporting (covering performance, ESG and
transaction costs), a number of other non-investment services are also built into our TDF service at
no extra charge, including Trustee, administrator, and member training.

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The Risks of
Target Date Funds

Investing into a TDF comes with certain risks, these include:

Market Risk: The market values of the Fund’s holdings rise and fall from day to day, so
investments may lose value.

Interest Rate Risk: Bonds may lose value if interest rates rise or fall—long-duration bonds
tend to rise and fall more than short-duration bonds.

Credit Risk: A bond’s credit rating reflects the issuer’s ability to make timely payments of
interest or capital—the lower the rating, the higher the risk of default. If the issuer’s financial
strength deteriorates, the issuer’s rating may be lowered and the bond’s value may decline.

Allocation Risk: Allocating to different types of assets may have a large impact on returns if
one of these asset classes significantly underperforms the others.

Foreign Risk: Investing in non-UK assets may be more volatile because of political,
regulatory, market and economic uncertainties associated with them. These risks are
magnified in assets of emerging or developing markets.

Currency Risk: If a non-UK asset’s trading currency weakens versus sterling, its value may
be negatively affected when translated back into sterling terms.

Property Risk: Please note that some investments in this Fund may not be realisable at

the point you choose to switch or cancel units, because the underlying property assets
concerned may not be readily saleable. From time to time, valuations of property within funds
are carried out by independent valuers.
